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WINLOCK EGG DAY PARADE RULES – Please read & heed 

1. Entrants must observe all applicable rules and follow all instructions from police or parade officials.  The Lions 

Club of Winlock Egg Day Committee (LCWEDC) reserves the right to remove any entrant from the parade either 

prior to assembly, at assembly or at any time during the parade. 

2. The (LCWEDC) reserves the right to withdraw any unit of which the costume or performance does not meet these 

rules or does not conform to the standards of reasonable community taste and decency. 

3. Entries advocating, opposing, or depicting any social or religious issues are subject to approval of the 

(LCWEDC). 

4. Entries that do not fully comply with the rules set forth jeopardize future invitations to the Winlock Egg Days 

parade. 

5. Entries wishing to be judged must be in the parade line-up by 9:15 a.m. The judges start at the front of the 

parade and move to the end. They only have time to go through the entries one time, so if your entry is towards 

the front, you must be in place on time.  Trophies will be presented during the parade from the announcing 

stand on First Street. 

6. The committee’s decisions regarding entries’ eligibility, placement and judging are final. 

7. No late entries will be accepted after 9:00 a.m. on parade day. We would greatly appreciate your attempt to 

pre-register as the parade route is numbered very early on the day of the parade. 

8. Parade entry forms received after the entry deadline of June 16, 2025, will not be eligible for judging. 

9. Alcoholic beverages are forbidden on any float, vehicle or on the person of any parade participant.  No profanity 

is allowed along the parade route or within the assembly area. 

10. We prefer that Walkers hand out candy to parade spectators vs. it being thrown from entries.  If this is not 

possible, please keep the safety of our youth in mind and scatter candy toward the curb.  Distribution of gifts, 

merchandise, literature, or any other material is prohibited without prior permission of the (LCWEDC). 

11. All units are required to open or close gaps between entries when asked to do so by parade officials. 

12. All equestrian units or other units with live animals must provide their own cleanup crew.  The “Pooper-

Scoopers” must pick up droppings in the staging area as well as in the Parade.   

13. Political candidates, political organizations, commercial businesses, and any for profit organization will be 

charged a $25.00 entry fee. Contributions made to the (LCWEDC) may be applied toward this entry fee at the 

discretion of the (LCWEDC) at the request of the applicant. 

14. The Lions Club of Winlock Egg Day Committee does not accept the responsibility for travel expenses, food, 

lodging or any other expenses of the parade entrant. 

I/we, the undersigned, and the group I/we represent, certify that I/we have read and understand all the rules for the 

Winlock Egg Days Parade and agree to abide by them.  In consideration of the acceptance of our entry, the Lions 
Club of Winlock Egg Day Committee (LCWEDC) and/or parade participant(s) named herein, hereby indemnify and
